The Pleasant Hill Police Department has recently launched

a new online police reporting option to the public.

This web-based
system allows the

public to make minor
incident reports over the

internet. You will now be able to report
minor thefts, hit-and-run collisions,
vandalisms, and lost property using this
system. The only exception to this report-
ing procedure would involve cases with
identifiable suspects.

The online reporting service is avail-
able at www.pleasanthillpd.com.

This system will enhance the Police
Department’s ability to be responsive to
community concerns. All reports are
reviewed by police personnel, and—
once approved—the person making the
report will receive an email receipt with a
copy of the report attached. The report
will then automatically transfer into the

Pleasant Hill Police Department’s
Records Management System and will
benefit from the same professional inves-
tigation and statistical analysis that all
other reports currently receive.

The Pleasant Hill Police Department is
using the Desk Officer Online Reporting
System by Coplogic, Inc., which is a San
Ramon based software manufacture. �

Online police reporting system goes live

Don’t be complacent when leaving valuables in your car
While overall crime is down com-

pared to last year, auto burglaries and
auto thefts continue to be a problem in
our city. Why? Because people don’t feel
that it can happen to them.
COMPLACENCY is a criminal’s best
friend and we need to be active in crime
prevention. GPS devices, laptops, purses,
and other items left in plain sight in cars
have been stolen in recent weeks. Let’s
remember the following tips to make
your car unattractive to criminals.

Vehicle burglary prevention

Commonly occurring crimes are vehi-
cle burglaries and thefts from vehicles.
Listed below are some suggestions for
community members to use in an effort to
reduce these offenses.

� Never leave the keys in your vehicle.

� Always lock the doors, even when
you are away from the vehicle for a
short time.

� Remove items (purses, tapes, CDs,
books, change, etc.) from the vehicle
when possible. If you can’t take
them out, put them in a place that is
out of view (in the trunk, under a
seat, etc.)

� Remove “pull-out” style stereos
and/or removable faceplates of ste-
reos (if equipped)

� Park in lighted areas.

� Park in garages or on driveways or
near your house or apartment so that
the vehicle can be viewed periodi-
cally.

Vehicle theft prevention

The following tips are provided by
the Pleasant Hill Police Department to
help prevent vehicle theft.

� Always lock your vehicle.

� Always completely close all vehicle
windows.

� Always
utilize anti-theft
devices.

� Always park your vehicle in a
well-lighted area at night.

� Never leave your keys in
your vehicle

� Never hide a spare ignition key in
the vehicle.

� Install an audible alarm system.

� When possible, park your vehicle in
a secure garage.

� If you park in an attended lot, leave
only the ignition/door key.

� Never leave your vehicle running
and unattended, even if you will
only be gone for a minute. �

Time again for your
business license renewal

It’s almost time for business owners in
Pleasant Hill to be on the lookout for busi-

ness license renewal notices. These notices will be mailed in
mid-December to the mailing address on file with the City for
your business. If your business mailing address has changed
since last December, notify the City’s Business License Divi-
sion at 671-5234 as soon as possible to update your records and
avoid having to re-send returned mail to you. Business owners
will have until January 31, 2008 to pay the fee and renew their
business license for the year.

You should also notify the Business License Division if
you are no longer in business in the City, have sold or closed
your business, or have moved out of town. A brief note
explaining the situation, signed and dated, and sent to City
Hall, Business License Division, 100 Gregory Lane, Pleasant
Hill, CA 94523 is all that is needed or you may email this infor-
mation to lrodriguez@ci.pleasant-hill.ca.us.

If you are in business or own rental property but are not yet
licensed, contact the City’s Business License Division at
671-5234 for information and to have the appropriate forms
sent to you. �

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City moves forward with new Citywide Design Guidelines

At the October 1 City Council meeting, councilmembers reviewed the first

draft of the new Citywide Design Guidelines. These guidelines were prepared

in response to the 2006 City Council annual goal-setting session and

originated as part of the 2003 update of the City’s General Plan.

As identified in the General Plan, the
purpose of the Citywide Design Guide-
lines is to promote and reinforce the
small-scale and small-town image and
appearance of the City. The guidelines
are intended to promote quality,
well-designed residential and non-resi-
dential development throughout the City.
In addition, the guidelines are intended to
assist in the enhancement of existing
neighborhoods, create and preserve
neighborhoods and city character, and
promote desired levels of residential and
non-residential development.

To accomplish these tasks, the design
guidelines document is separated into
four major topic areas as follows:

1. Residential

The first section of the guidelines is
for residential sites. This includes sin-

gle-family and multi-family sites. This
section covers a broad range of design
elements including site planning, build-
ing architecture and size, landscaping,
and environmentally responsible design
techniques.

2. Non-Residential

The next section covers non-residen-
tial uses, including commercial, office,
light industrial and mixed uses. Similar to
the residential section, a broad range of
design elements are discussed, including
site planning, building design, scale and
mass, parking, landscape/trees, lighting,
service facilities, and green design.

3. Streetscape and Gateways

The next section refers to streetscape
and gateway guidelines. This section pro-
vides guidance for designing new streets
and for development within scenic corri-

dors/routes. This section also includes
information, recommendations, and
guidelines for gateway features that best
represent the City.

4. Signs

The last section of the design guide-
lines are in reference to signs—mainly
commercial signs. The sign guidelines
cover design topics related to types of
signs (wall, freestanding, temporary),
legibility, proportions, colors, illumina-
tion, and overall design.

The review and discussion of the
Guidelines was continued to the Novem-
ber 19, 2007 City Council meeting,
during which members of the public will
have an opportunity to give their input to
the Council. The latest draft of the Design
Guidelines will be available for public
review on November 6, 2007 at City Hall
(Planning Division) or will be available
for viewing and downloading at the City
of Pleasant Hill website. �

New commercial signage application packet available

City responds to business owners by updating and streamlining the permit

process with easy to use applications for both permanent and temporary signs

The City has recently published a new
sign application packet primarily aimed at
downtown and commercial businesses
throughout Pleasant Hill. The packet con-
tains information on both temporary and
permanent signage and provides straight-
forward guidelines on how to complete
the sign application.

The sign requirements apply to all per-
manent signage including storefront
signs, wall signs, and others such as mon-
ument signs. Temporary signs, such as
banners, also require permits.

The packet provides the following
information:

� Temporary sign information, includ-
ing temporary sign requirements and
the application process

� A helpful guide that explains the sign
application process

� A flyer that provides a quick refer-
ence to types of signs

� Sign application submittal requirements

� A sample of plans for a sign proposal

� Sign application material and a copy
of the sign ordinance

News from the City
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Fencing 101 (or what you need to know
before installing a fence on your property)

If you have been

considering installing

a fence, especially in

your front yard, here

are a couple of things

to remember.

� First and foremost,
know where your property line is located—you don’t want
to put your fence on public property.

� Front yard fences are limited to a height of 3 feet.

� Street corner side yard fences (fences on a street corner
that is not your front yard) are limited to 3 feet also. How-
ever, if you set this fence back 5 feet from the property
line, it can be up to 6 feet.

� Side and rear yard fences are limited to a height of 6 feet.

Here is additional information that you might find useful:

� If your back yard abuts a public trail, public street, canal,
or EBMUD right-of-way, your rear yard fence can be up
to 8 feet.

� All fences proposed for street corners require additional
review by the City to ensure that it does not pose a safety
hazard.

� A retaining wall is included as part of a fence height if
there is a fence placed on top of a retaining wall.

As explained in the previous Outlook article, the back of a
sidewalk or street curb does not always signify your property
line—in fact, it is more likely that the property line extends
further behind. If you are unsure please check with Public
Works and Community Development staff to verify where
your property line begins.

One last thing to remember—all front yard and street cor-
ner side yard fences require a no-cost zoning permit from the
City. This is to ensure that fences are located in the correct
location and height. All you have to submit is a completed
application and a simple site plan showing where your fence
is located and an elevation or picture showing the
style/design of the fence and proposed height. �

NEW BUILDING CODES
ADOPTED IN CALIFORNIA

The State reviews new Building Code Standards
every three years, and the most recent changes
were adopted in 2006 to primarily address techno-
logical changes and needs. The Building Standards
Commission faced very complex building stan-
dards, and the final outcome is known as the
International Building Code 2006 (IBC).

California will be working off of the California
Building Code 2007 Edition which is based on the
2006 IBC. The 2006 California Plumbing Code is
based on the 2006 Uniform Plumbing Code. The
2006 California Mechanical Code is based on the
2006 Uniform Mechanical Code. The 2006 Califor-
nia Electrical Code is based on the 2005 National
Electrical Code.

The International Code Council (ICC), formerly
known as the International Conference of Building
Officials (ICBO), is a one-stop shop to help build-
ing and fire officials, architects, builders, engineers,
and others in the construction industry prepare for
the transition to the new California Codes which
will become effective in January 1, 2008.

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Caring for our precious environment.....

Preparing for fall and winter

Leaves, leaves, leaves . . . The colors

are lovely at this time of the year, but

raking leaves can seem like a

never-ending process.

All residents are asked to be especially
conscientious about properly disposing of
leaves and debris, such as sticks,
branches, bushes, and other yard waste.
This debris could clog the storm drains
and prevent water from flowing through
the system. Preventive measures are:

� Always sweep leaves away so that
they don’t fall into creeks and storm
drains. Do not leave piles of leaves in
the streets. The City street sweeper
cannot remove them.

� Be on the lookout after windy and
stormy weather for fallen leaves,

downed branches, and dead or broken
pinecones and needles so that you
can clean them up before they enter
the storm drains.

� Keep trash out of the waterways
(creeks and storm drains). Be a good
neighbor and help pick up any debris,
even if it doesn’t belong to you.

� Remind contractors, especially gar-
deners, to collect and properly dis-
pose of all green waste, especially
leaves. Soil or rocks delivered to your
house must be stored on your prop-
erty—completely off the street and
out of the storm drain system—espe-
cially during the rainy season.

� Inspect the drainage on your property
and remove any debris that has col-
lected in or around drainage areas.

Check your property before the first
rains, and then check it again after to
make sure that there is no blockage.

� Inspect your trees for any dead
branches that may break loose during
winds and rain. This could help pre-
vent damage to your property or
backups in the storm drain system.

� If you are in a flood-prone area, take
proper steps to make sure that objects
are secured. Use barriers to prevent
water from causing damage to your
house or yard.

Enjoy the benefits of keeping our
streets and storm drains clean. Take time
to enjoy the fall colors, but be prepared for
the rainy season by properly disposing of
the leaves and debris. �

City sand bag stations
The City will have sand bag stations

available again this winter for residents
to use during the storm season. The three
sandbag stations are located at:

� The City Hall parking lot at
100 Gregory Lane.

� The vacant lot at Monticello Avenue
and Oak Park Blvd.

� The Pleasant Hill Community Center
parking lot on Civic Drive, at the
northwest corner of the parking lot.

These are “fill your own” sand bag
stations that are stocked with a shovel, a
large pile of sand, and empty sand bags.
The sand bags are free to Pleasant Hill
residents with a suggested limit of 10
bags per household. For more informa-
tion contact the City Maintenance
Division at 671-4646.

This year, in addition to the
fill-your-own-sand-bag stations, the City
along with CERT (Community Emer-
gency Response Team) volunteers will
prepare sandbags that are ready to use. In
advance of this winter’s wet weather,
sandbags will be stockpiled ready to use
in case of a major storm event. These pal-
lets of ready-to-use sandbags will be

staged at four flood-prone areas
throughout the city. The four sites are:

� The southwest corner of the Safeway
parking lot (Patterson Blvd and Oak
Park Blvd)

� The Old School House parking lot at
Oak Park Blvd. and Wendell Lane

� A private resident’s driveway at 212
Poshard Street

� Kahrs Avenue shoulder between
Turrin Drive and Coleman Court

The City’s A-frame sign boards will
be placed at these locations to alert resi-
dents of the exact location of the sand bag

stations as well as directional sign boards
near a cross street. These bags are free, and
residents are asked to take only what is
needed in the event of a major flood. �

East Bay Conservation Corps (EBCC)
The EBCC is a non profit organization that provides maintenance crews to cit-

ies and municipalities throughout the Bay Area. The Corps is made up of young
adults who gain valuable experience by working on various civic projects.

Pleasant Hill currently contracts with the EBCC every fall to assist in cleaning
and clearing the creek and storm water drainage systems. A supervisor works with
approximately six staff members to remove silt from creek zones, trim plants,
remove debris and weeds from drainage ditches, collect garbage and debris from
catch basins, and remove truck loads of debris for proper disposal. The assistance
given to the City by the EBCC greatly adds to the maintenance efforts during the
critical storm season by keeping the City’s storm drain system and creek water-
ways flowing cleanly and efficiently. �
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Keeping Pleasant Hill green

Some helpful advice on keeping your

trees healthy and under control

Much of the charm and serenity of
Pleasant Hill comes from the large,
stately trees that are found throughout
the City. Many homes have trees that
were planted 50 or more years ago.

These include Ash trees in Gregory
Gardens, Fruitless Mulberry trees in
Poet’s Corner, Canary Island Pine Trees
along Contra Costa Boulevard, and Heri-
tage Oaks and Valley Oaks throughout
the city. The city’s trees create a pleasant
microclimate for residents by filtering
the air, providing shade, buffering noise
from traffic, and add value to your home.
Pleasant Hill wants to help retain as
many trees as possible and not remove
them unless they are damaging a struc-
ture or are a safety hazard.

Who is responsible for
the trees in my yard?

In general, if it’s on your property,
then it’s your responsibility. You should
do all you can to maintain the health of
the tree (see hints below). In addition,
you need to properly dispose of all leaves
and clippings from your trees. Do not
dispose of them in the creek zones or in
the street/storm drain system.

My tree (or my neighbor’s tree)
is growing out of control.

What can I do?

The property owner must make sure
that the tree (or its branches) does not
cover a streetlight or a street sign, and
that it does not create any hazard to
pedestrians or vehicles along a public
right-of-way (sidewalk or street).

Can I remove a tree from my yard?

If the roots or trunk of a tree is caus-
ing damage to a structure, sidewalk,
fence, or underground utility, it may
need to be removed. If the tree has major
root, crown rot or internal decay, the tree
is weakened and may be susceptible to
falling, causing further damage. For
questions regarding the process for
removing a tree, please call the Planning
Division at 671-5259.

What can I do to help
keep my trees healthy?

� Proper pruning is one of the most
important things you can do for the
long-term health of a tree. Pruning
removes weak and dead branches
and allows sunlight and air to reach
the tree to maximize growth.

� Carefully inspect your tree at least
once each year. Check for dead or
diseased growth, weak or dangerous
branching, and look for overall
healthy growth habits of your tree

� Provide deep but infrequent water-
ing to your tree to encourage deeper
roots. Over watering can be detri-
mental to the longevity of trees.

� For Heritage Oaks or trees older than
30 years, consider hiring a profes-
sional arborist to inspect your tree.

I want to plant a new tree.
What should I consider?

Consider your long-term goals for the
tree: what do you want it to look like in 5,
10, or even 30 years? How big is the
space it will fill? Is there a drought toler-
ant variety? Will the tree flower or will it
drop seeds or leaves during the year?
Look for trees that are less susceptible to
insect or pest infestations.

Look around in your neighborhood;
trees that are mature, growing well, and
looking good are probably a good choice
for your yard. Visit your local nursery
and ask for their advice.

By following these simple but impor-
tant recommendations, everyone can
continue to enjoy the benefits of our trees,
thus keeping Pleasant Hill green. �

City reviews garbage
and recycling programs

City staff is reviewing how to

increase the amount of recycling

in Pleasant Hill, as well as ways to

reduce the amount of waste that

is sent to landfills.

Currently, the City is meeting the
State of California mandated goal of a
50% recycling rate but only
just—Pleasant Hill’s rate comes in at
51%. In addition, the State has
informed the City that it needs to
implement additional recycling
programs.

In order to continue to meet the
challenges of reducing waste, the City
is constantly seeking better ways to
encourage recycling for both resi-
dents and businesses. One of the
issues under consideration is the fre-
quency of collection for brown cart
recycling and the cart size. The City
Council will be considering this issue
and looking at ways to encourage
diversion of waste into recycling over
the next several months.

One important thing to remember
is that collection of what you put in
your cart doesn’t necessarily mean
that everything is being recycled.
Contaminating your recyclables with
items such as plastic bags, Styrofoam,
concrete, or pet waste can in many
cases lead to the entire load being sent
to landfill. The reason for this is that
contaminated products cannot be
recycled and used for anything. Plas-
tic bags can be recycled but not in
your brown cart—they must be recy-
cled in the appropriate way by taking
them to your local supermarket or a
recycling center.

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Outstanding success for 3rd annual Community Service Day!

After receiving a free breakfast, hosted by the Pleasant Hill Lions, and a T-shirt, more than

600 volunteers of all ages showed up to work on some 26 projects throughout Pleasant

Hill on Saturday, September 15. Seven schools received some much-needed cleanup and

improvements to landscaping and playground areas, two creeks were cleaned of debris,

gardens were installed, and sod was laid. Keep reading to get a better idea of all that was

accomplished on one beautiful Saturday!

How did we do?

Sometimes it is hard to quantify all
that is accomplished on Community Ser-
vice Day. The immediate impact has
been the physical effects of the individ-
ual projects themselves. Less tangible
but equally important has been the per-
sonal interactions between neighbors,
friends, families, newcomers, and the
business community.

The fact that each year the event
seems to be getting bigger also is some
indicator of the day’s success. Clearly,
Pleasant Hill is experiencing a height-
ened awareness about community
service participation on Community Ser-
vice Day and throughout the year.

A quick look at the numbers:

� More than 600 volunteers worked
on 26 projects throughout the City

� Some 60 bikes were donated,
washed and repaired through the
Bike Build-a-Thon

� 23 volunteers with the City Emer-
gency Rescue Team (CERT) distrib-
uted the “Home Safety Emergency
Plan” prep guide to more than 1,500
households

More food was collected this year—a

before. At least three local Girl Scout

Some 165 pounds of melons leftover
from our breakfast also were included in
the Food Bank donation. According to
Food Bank officials, every 10 pounds of
food makes eight meals. The 1,446
pounds of food collected on Community
Service Day will provide 1,157 meals to
homeless families, single parents, work-
ing poor, senior citizens and children in
the area.

After four years of collecting donated
bikes and partnering with the Pleasant
Hill Police Department and bike
mechanics to repair, wash, and find good
homes for used bikes, Pack #232 hit
another home run this year. Some 60
bikes in need of a little repair were
donated from our community.

That means that 60 kids whose fami-
lies are associated with the Court
Appointed Special Advocates of Contra
Costa County (CASA) will be able to
have bikes! (CASA is an organization
that advocates for abused children in the
Juvenile Court process.) �
